Relative Pronouns:

What are these and when are they used?
These are words like ‘who’, ‘which’ and ‘whose”. They refer back to a noun.

Why are they important?
Relative pronouns help you extend your sentences and avoid repetition. You need to be able to use qui and que,
and understand what dont means.

Things to look out for
In English, we can miss the relative pronoun out if we want to: ‘the book we read yesterday’ or ‘the book that we
read yesterday’. In French, we must include the relative pronoun: le livre que nous avons lu hier.

How do they work?
® qui is used to say ‘who’, ‘which’ or ‘that’ when ‘who’, ‘which’ or ‘that’ is the subject of the verb.

Bruno est un homme qui est trés courageux. Bruno is a man who is very brave.
® que is used to say ‘who’, ‘which’ or ‘that’ when ‘who’, ‘which’ or ‘that’ is the object of the verb in the clause.

NB When que is used in the perfect or pluperfect tense, the past participle must agree with the noun to which
que refers.

Modal verbs:

What are modal verbs and when do | use them?
Pouvoir (to be able to), devoir (to have to) and vouloir (to want to) are the three key modal verbs, You use modal
verbs to talk about what people can, must or want to do. Like other verbs, modals are used in different tenses.

Why are they important?

Modal verbs are extremely useful and come up in conversation all the time, Modals are often used when asking
questions or making polite requests.

Tu peux venir au cinéma? Can you come to the cinema?

Voulez-vous répéter, sl vous plait? Do you mind repeating that, please?

What is il faut?
The expression il faut means ‘it is necessary to'/'you have to'. It is an impersonal verb: the subject of the verb
is always il.

Things to look out for
In English, the translation of the verb pouvoir is ‘to be able to". But je peux can be translated as ‘I can’.
Similarly, devoir means ‘to have to’, but you can translate je dois as ‘| must’.

What are these and when do | use them?

The key negative used in French is ne... pas. It is used when you want to make a verb negative, i.e. when you
want to say what isn't the case or didn’t happen. Other negative expressions are used to say things like ‘nothing’,
‘never’, and 'no one’.

Why are they important?

You really need to be able to say that you don't like something or that you didn't do something. You also need
to spot negatives when you are reading or listening to French: you don't want to confuse ‘I love you' with ‘I don't
love you any more’, for example!

Things to look out for

In English, negative sentences include words like ‘don‘t’, ‘haven’t’ or ‘didn’t’. But these sorts of word don't exist
in French. Instead, you need to spot that these are examples of negative verbs, and use ne... pas to translate
what you want to say into French.

Je ne joue pas au tennis. | don't play tennis.

How does ne... pas work?
® Putne ... pas around the verb to make it negative:
Elle ne travaille pas le samedi. She doesn’t work on Saturdays.
Note that ne shortens to n’ before a vowel or h.
Nous n‘allons pas a Paris. We are not going to Paris.
® After pas, the article used is de.
Elle n'a pas de stylo. She hasn’t got a pen.
® When there are two verbs in a sentence and one is the infinitive (e.g. in the near future tense or with modals),
ne ... pas goes around the first verb,
Elle ne va pas aimer cette robe. She is not going to like this dress.
@ In the perfect (and pluperfect) tense, ne ... pas forms a sandwich around the auxiliary verb.

The conditional

What is this and when do | use it?
The conditional is used to talk about what would happen (if something else were the case). You use it to talk
about what you would do and how things would be, for example if you were rich, or if you had more time.

Things to look out for
As is often the case with tenses, you can't translate verbs word for word; there isn't a French word for ‘would’,
Instead, the word ‘would’ in English triggers that you need to use the conditional.

How does it work?

Demonstrative adjectives are ‘this’, ‘that’, ‘these’, ‘those’, followed by a noun. Demonstrative pronouns are
words like ‘that one’, ‘this one’ or ‘those ones’. They are used when you want to make it clear which noun you
are talking about, for example when you are choosing something: ‘| like this book. Do you prefer that one?’
Things to look out for

As usual in French, the demonstrative adjective or pronoun has to agree with the noun to which it refers.

The pluperfect tense is used to talk about what had happened in the past. It is often used together with the
perfect tense, e.g. ‘when we had finished, we went out’.

Why is it important?
The pluperfect helps you talk in more detail about the past and understand more complex texts.

Things to look out for

English usually indicates that you need to use this tense.

How does it work?
® Just like the perfect tense, the pluperfect tense is formed of two parts: the auxiliary verb (avoir or étre) +
the past participle. But for this tense, the imperfect form of avoir or étre is used.

Adverbs:

What are these and when are they used?

Adverbs are used to describe how an action is done. Words like ‘slowly’, ‘immediately’ and ‘regularly’

are adverbs. So are frequency words like souvent (often), d’habitude (usually), quelquefois (sometimes) and
tous les jours (every day).

Why are they important?
Adverbs provide more information and help you to describe things in more detail.

Things to look out for
e English adverbs often end in "-ly". French adverbs often end in -ment. But there are plenty of exceptions!
® Adverbs often come after the verb they are describing. But you can also put them elsewhere for emphasis,

What are indirect object pronouns and when are they used?

Indirect object pronouns are used to say "to me’, ‘to him’, and so on.

Things to look out for

@ In English, we sometimes miss out the word ‘to’, e.g. ‘| gave him the book’. So you need to remember to use
an indirect object pronoun when you actually mean ‘to him".

@ In French, indirect object pronouns are often found with verbs like donner, dire, parler, demander and
téléphoner, which are followed by a plus a noun. The indirect object pronoun replaces a + the noun.
